The first idea for this film came up while
Jonathan Lewald was visiting his grandmother
at the home where she had recently moved,
due to her handicap of suffering from
Alzheimer’s disease. Lewald wanted to work
with what she was going through and how he
could identify and understand this state, and do
something with it — something more generally
applicable.

The film Grandmother’s Eye works with the
theme of isolation, and also with being the
viewer and being viewed — a point that lies in
between.

A gaze that is neither inviting nor repelling,
just calmly observing you, while being
observed, up to a point where the common
border of intimacy is crossed and violated. The
work also deals with issues of the body and the
individual; the individual body becomes a
collective body.
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
